St Martin in the Fields

If there is anyone in your parish whom you feel would benefit from a St Martin in the Fields grant I would be very grateful to hear from you.  The criteria for using this grant are to help individuals and families, regardless of gender, ethnic group, country of origin, legal status, religion etc, who are in danger of becoming homeless, are currently homeless, destitute and/or vulnerable and have experience of being homeless and are attempting to establish or maintain a tenancy.  I would need to know, in order to satisfy St Martin-in-the Fields Trustees, the purpose for each grant and the name and address of the recipient. 

Copyright Law Warning 
All parishes should be aware that any materials placed in parish magazines/newsletters or published on the parish website must be checked that they do not infringe current copyright laws before they publish (which includes displaying) any material.  Unfortunately one Parish in the Province has mistakenly under the impression that they were in possession of an anonymous poem and published it on their website only to find that it had been written by an American poet and was well known.  The Publishing House have now levied a $7,000 fine on the Parish concerned in relation to breach of copyright.  I therefore urge you to be extremely cautious in relation to publishing poems or other material which are given to you by parishioners stating that they have come across an anonymous work.  If you feel compelled to use the material you must make all investigations, in particular Google searches, in order to search whether or not the material is genuinely anonymous or if there is an author who should be credited.
